A Victim-Offender Conference is one type of restorative practice that can, in appropriate circumstances, be used in addition to, or in lieu of, suspension or expulsion. Victim-Offender conferences must be: (1) initiated by the victim; (2) approved by the victim’s Parent, or the victim if 15 or older; and (3) attended voluntarily by the victim, a victim advocate, the offender, members of the school community, and supporters of the victim and the offender, as applicable. Conferences and informal resolutions of unlawful discrimination, harassment, or retaliation complaints must be conducted consistent with Policy 3115D.
Victim-Offender conferences provide an opportunity for the offender to accept responsibility for the harm caused to those affected by the misconduct and to participate in setting consequences to repair the harm.
