5420-F-1	Sex Education Advisory Board Checklist
If the District provides a class on instruction in sex education (including family planning, human sexuality, and the emotional, physical, psychological, hygienic, economic, and social aspects of family life), then the Board must establish a sex education advisory board before providing instruction. This checklist is intended to assist the Board in that task.
The advisory board must convene to perform the tasks listed in D, below, which includes meeting at least once every two years to evaluate, measure, and report on the attainment of the program goals and objectives.

☐	local clergy to the advisory board?
☐	community health professionals to the advisory board?
Has the District sent written or electronic notice of an advisory board meeting to each member at least two weeks before the date of the meeting?
Has the advisory board done all of the following:
☐	Established program goals and objectives for student knowledge and skills that are likely to reduce the rates of sex, pregnancy, and sexually transmitted diseases?
☐	Reviewed the materials and methods of instruction used and made recommendations to the Board for implementation? The advisory board must take into consideration the District's needs, demographics, and trends, including, but not limited to, teenage pregnancy rates, sexually transmitted disease rates, and incidents of student sexual violence and harassment.
☐	Evaluated, measured, and reported the attainment of program goals and objectives (must be done at least once every two years)?
Has the Board made the advisory board’s report available to Parents?
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
